Citation
1. This plan may be cited as Inverell Local Environmental Plan 1588

(Amendment No. 3).
Aims, objectives etc.
2. The aims of this plan are as follows:

a) to rezone land, being lot 1, DP 827943, Campbell St., Inverell, from
Special Uses (Carpark) to the Business Zone under Inverell Local
Environmental Plan 1988;

b) to rezone land, being lots 1 and 2, DP 826509, Moore St., and
Swanbrook Rd., Inverell from Special Uses (Hospital) to the Urban
Residential 2 Zone under that plan;

c) to rezone land, being part of lots 62 and 63, DP 753287, Rifle Range
Rd., Inverell from the Rural (Agricultural) Zone to the Industrial Zone
under that plan;

d) to rezone land, being Lots 2 and 3, Section 12, DP 4298, Brown St.,
Inverell from Special Uses ( School) to the Urban Residential Zone
under that plan; -

€) to reclassify community land to operational land in accordance with
the Local Government Act 1993;

f) to amend clause 8 of the Inverell Local Environmental Plan 1988 to
delete references to colours being shown on the zoning map supporting
that plan. '

2) to amend the aims and objectives of the Industrial Zone under that plan

to clarify the circumstances in which retail, commercial and allied uses
may be established in the zone;

to amend the table to clause 9 of that plan so that the aims of the Rural
(Agricultural) Zone will ensure that industrial development is
permissible as set out in objective 2 (h) in relation to that zone;

to amend clause 3 of that plan by the insertion of definitions of “child
care centre” and “animal boarding establishment™;

to prohibit the establishment of animal boarding establishments in the
Urban Residential Zone under that plan;

to amend the definition of “existing holding” in clause 11 of that plan;

to provide for the creation of allotments with areas no less than 5000
square metres pursuant to clause 12 of that plan within the Rural
(Agricultural) Zone provided such allotments are provided with both
town water and connection to Inverell Council’s sewer mains. '

Land to which plan applies

3. This plan applies to the whole of the land within the local government area of
Inverell.

Relationship to other environmental planning instruments

4. This plan amends Inverell Local Environmental Plan 1988 in the manner set
out in clause 5.

Amendment of Inverell Local Environmental Plan 1988

5. Inverell Local Environmental Plan 1988 is amended:

a) by inserting in clause 5 (1) the following definitions in alphabetical order:

b)

“animal boarding establishment” means premises at which dogs, cats or
other domestic animals are boarded for fee or reward.

“child care centre” means a building that is used (whether or not for profit)
for the purpose of a pre-school, kindergarten, or child-minding centre for
the care or training of more than five children provided the centre is not a
government school or a registered non-government school within the
meaning of the Education Reform Act 1990 and the building or place does
not provide residential care for any of the children.

by inserting at the end of the definition of “the map” in clause 5(1) the
following words:
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7, 8,9 and 10.

by omitting clause 8 and by inserting instead the following clause:
Zoning indicated on the map

For the purposes of this plan, land to which this plan applies is



within a zone specified below if the land is shown on the map in
the manner specified below in relation to that zone.

(1) Rural

Zone No. 1 (a), Rural (Agricultural) Zone — marked with heavy
black edging and lettered “1(a)”.

Zone No. 1 (d), Urban Investigation Zone — marked with heavy
black edging and lettered “1 (d)”.

(2) Residential

Zone No. 2 (a), Urban Residential Zone - marked with heavy
black edging and lettered “2(a)”.

Zone No. 2 (b), Rural Village Zone - marked with heavy black
edging and lettered “2 (b)”.

(3) Business

Zone No. 3, Business Zone - marked with heavy black edging
and lettered “3”.

(4) Industrial

Zone No. 4, Industrial Zone - marked with heavy black edging
and lettered “4”.

(5) Special Uses
Zone No. 5 (a), Special Uses - marked with heavy black edging
and lettered “5 (a)”.
Zone No. 5 (b), Railways Zone - marked with heavy black
edging and lettered “5 (b)”.

(6) Open Space

Zone No. 6 (a), Open Space Zone - marked with heavy black
edging and lettered “6 (a)”.

Zone No. 6 (b), Open Space Zone - marked with heavy black
edging and lettered “6 (b)”.

Zone No. 6 (c), Open Space Zone - marked with heavy black
edging and lettered “6 (c)”.
